Tour Price (February 20 - March 1, 2023): All prices are per person based
on two people sharing a room with a private bath. Single rooms are subject
to availability with an additional charge. All tour prices shown are subject to a
minimum of 25 people per bus traveling together.

2023). If your passport is not valid for more than 6 months from the date you
return you will not be allowed to board the aircraft.

Sightseeing: This is subject to local conditions at the time of the tour. Adjust-
ments in the program may be made as the tour leader deems necessary for
the safety and benefit of the group.

Physical Requirements: There may be limitations and restrictions imposed
by the travel suppliers (air carrier, tour operator, etc.). Activities on tour require
you to be in good health and able to climb stairs and ascending grades with-
out assistance, walk at a modest pace for 3+ miles per day on uneven terrain,
and., be able to transport your own luggage when necessary.
