DEPOSIT: A US $500 deposit is required for your reservation/
application to be considered complete. Please be aware there are a
limited number of spaces available for this tour and your completed
application with deposit secures your space.

TOUR PRICE (October 30-November 9, 2023): All prices are per
person based on two people sharing a room with a private bath. Single
rooms are subject to availability with an additional charge. All tour
prices shown are subject to a minimum of 20 people per bus traveling
together. If we have fewer than the required minimum participants,
we reserve the right to adjust the price. Once our reserved airline and
hotel space is filled we cannot guarantee the published tour price. If
your tour itinerary includes a hotel check-in on a Shabbat or Shabbat
type holiday your room occupancy may occur later than normal.

If your passport is not
valid for more than 6 months from the date you return you will not be
allowed to board the aircraft.

SIGHTSEEING: This is subject to local conditions at the time of the
tour.

PHYSICAL REQUIREMENTS: There may be limitations and
restrictions imposed by the travel suppliers (air carrier, tour operator,
etc.).
